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The Democratic Republic of the Congo has reported 916 suspected cases of Ebola, including 221 deaths (as of May 25th)
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Public Health Emergency of International Concern (PHEIC) declared on May 17, 2026.
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Africa CDC declared a Public Health Emergency of Continental Security(PHECS) on May 18, 2026.
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Traveling to an Ebola-affected area? \
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Ebola spreads through direct or indirect contact with the blood, body fluids, or tissues of infected animals or people.
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Early signs include fever, loss of appetite, fatigue, and rash, followed by vomiting, diarrhea,

abdominal pain, and unexplained bleeding.
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K No approved vaccine or treatment is currently available in Korea, so prevention is essential.
